EDM Will Market STOL Wingtips, Extended Baggage 

and Battery Box Upgrade for 100 series Cessna

Los Angeles, CA  Las Vegas based EDM Enterprises announced that it is in final negotiations to acquire the rights to the popular Ace Demers Madras Super Tips. The distinctive “Madras Tips” are known worldwide for delivering improved low speed performance without sacrificing cruise speed. “Those of us with years of flying Cessnas know beyond a doubt that the Madras tips just plain work”, says EDM president Bill Reid, who has been pursuing the rights to manufacture and sell the wingtips for over a year. “People say they stick out like a sore thumb, but when you need low speed safety and performance to save your life in a hurry, those tips are the most beautiful sight a pilot can ever see… that and the sight of your airplane clearing the trees!” 

Madras Tips were designed by the late “Ace” Demers of Madras, OR and provide a reduced takeoff and landing run, higher rate of climb, reduced stall speed, and better low speed controllability. The replacement wing tips are STC’d for many Cessna, Piper, and other models. Reid estimates that EDM will be able to make the first deliveries by the end of 2002. “I have about a dozen pairs of these sold already just from talking to people, no advertising at all” says Reid. The first available models will be for 100 series Cessnas, with a target introductory price of less than $500.

Other products slated for development by EDM include an extended baggage compartment kit for Cessna 172/175/180/182 models, and a firewall-mounted battery box. The battery box eliminates over 10 pounds of potentially dangerous electrical cable, eliminates electric power losses from long cables between the battery and starter, and eliminates several areas where chafing, arcing, short-circuiting, and water problems could develop. “The battery box is a big win-win situation” boasts Reid, “not only do you get more oomph from your battery but you eliminate several areas of safety and maintenance concerns”. 

Reid’s company is based in the Las Vegas area, with manufacturing facilities and sales offices in Los Angeles. The company is aimed at providing simplified, useful solutions or utilitarian upgrades for heavy duty service and reducing maintenance. “You won’t see cute chromed tire valve caps or gold plated door handles from this company”, Reid adds, “I want to sell products that make an average airplane work better, fly safer, and allow the owner to enjoy his airplane with less cost and more utility. I want to sell one big solid piece that replaces a hundred delicate moving parts and saves the owner a bunch of maintenance and money”.
