Full Size, Full Power Spitfire Replica Kit Will Be Available
A 100% replica Supermarine Spitfire will be available as a homebuilt kit in 2 to 3 months, from Spitfire Aircraft Co. of Avery, CA. Two prototypes are well underway. Unlike other smaller or less powerful replicas, The SAC Spitfire was designed from the start for a 1200 horsepower V-12 aircraft engine. The prototype will use the Allison V-1710, with future options for the Rolls-Royce Merlin. 

SAC’s Spitfire uses structural balsa sandwich skins on the fuselage for stiffness and weight. The remainder of the aircraft uses traditional wood construction, scaled way up for the power and speed of a Spitfire. Actually, more than that, since at 2000 lb. (a ton) lighter than the original, the SAC Spitfire will outperform the Mk. IX original. 

SAC’s prefabricated airframe kit, systems kits, and reproduction landing gear kits will of course yield one of the most expensive homebuilts around, but will allow builders to own an accurate, full performance Spitfire at a small fraction of the $2-4 million of a wartime vintage original. Initial kits will consist of fuselage, wings, and empennage.
